They are proposing to develop approx. 13.7 acres on the east side of Fish Lake Road, north of Grange Hall Road. The development will consist of a 62,000 sq. ft., single story, 80+ unit, 99+ bed assisted living building, and 28 retirement villas. Board members voiced their questions and concerns. The plan will now be presented for review by the fire department and others for a thorough review and modifications as needed. Triology anticipates bringing the updated plan to this board in August for a public hearing.
